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In this video, let's take a look at how you can search, find, and install WordPress plugins automatically within your WordPress dashboard. Now, the first thing you need to do is click on plugins, right? And right beneath – there's a link here that says, "Add New." So you click on that. Now, there are a few ways you can install plugins to your WordPress blog automatically, and the first is to browse for any Zip format – any plugin in Zip format – on your PC itself. So you can click on "Browse" here and you can find the plugin, and then click on "Install Now." But in this video, we're gonna look at how to search for plugins based on tags from the plugin directory at WordPress.org, and how to install it automatically to your WordPress blog. So as you can see down here, there are a few popular tags that you can click on to browse all the available WordPress plugins that are tagged with that particular keyword. So for example, let's say I'm looking for several WordPress plugins to improve the admin area of my WordPress dashboard, so all I do is click on here, and as you can see, there's an entire list here of the plugins that I can get from the WordPress directory and install to my blog. So for example, you can also see the ratings of individual plugins, so you can see which ones are good and which ones are probably not so good. And all these reviews are done by WordPress users themselves at WordPress.org.
So for example, let's say I want to install this plugin called blog copyright. Now, when I clicked on that link, I would see a pop-up window here that gives me a description of the WordPress plugin, and other tabs on top, including installation procedures, FAQ, and also screenshots if there are available screenshots for that particular plugin. Now, on the table at the right here, I can see the version, the author of the plugin, and most importantly, the last updated time. Now, a lot of plugins in a WordPress directory are pretty outdated and all, so look for the plugins that have been recently updated. 

And you will also want to check the compatibility of the plugin – is it compatible to your version of WordPress? And if it is, then you can click on "Install Now." So what you need to do, then, is to put in your hostname FTP address, which is usually "ftp." followed by your domain name, and then your cPanel username and your cPanel password. And for the Connection Type, you can just choose normal FTP, and click on "Proceed." 

And then it says that "Plugin successfully installed," and then you can either activate this plugin, or you can just return to the plugins page. So what happens when you upgrade your WordPress plugins automatically in your WordPress blog is that, first, it downloads the plugins package from the WordPress directory, then it unpacks or unzips the plugin package, and then it installs the plugin. So if I wanna activate, I just click on here; otherwise, I can just click "Return to previous plugin page," and I can continue to install as many plugins as I want using this method, and it's really, really easy.
